Do not enter the pool area unless there is a lifeguard on duty

« Forward facing jumps only. No flips, twists or entering the pool

« No diving unless during YMCA programming

« Horseplay, dunking, throwing of children, etc. are prohibited

« All life jackets must be Coast Guard approved (noodles or water
wings are not recognized as proper flotation devices)

« Shower with soap and water before entering the pool

« No food, chewing gum, or drink in the pool area (excluding plastic
water bottles)

« Diaper changing on the pool deck is not allowed, and all diapered
children must wear a swim diaper

« The practice of hyperventilation and breath holding activities in
the aquatic facility are prohibited. You may have 20 seconds
underwater or one half length of the pool underwater followed by
a period of rest above the water

« Walk on the pool deck

« No breakable containers allowed in the pool area

« Be aware of your language and actions, this is a family friendly
facility

may swim without an adult present. Green wristband.

Did not pass swim test
must have a supervising adult in the water with them. No wristband.

Under 16 may use Whirlpool under direct supervision of an adult.
No one under age 18 in the sauna and steam room.
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
